As all of us here wind down from a busy year of service, The Gospel
message is so pertinent — “Come away...and rest a while.” That is
what all of us here at the Outreach will be doing during the month of
August.

During the coming weeks | am going to write in this column the
ministry accomplished since July 1, 2008 until the end of June, 2009.
It is quite a report since over 9,000 people have had assistance in
some form or another. So you might ask, “How can you close for a
month with such a need all about us?”

There are several reasons why we do this. First and foremost is the
fact that all of us will benefit from a good break and a rest. Every
person who comes here is a volunteer and most of us are “retired”
from previous work.
