Norms for Fasting and Abstinence  
Good Friday, April 2, 2010 is a day of fasting and abstinence.  

Fridays of Lent are also days of abstinence. 
 

Fasting is to be observed by all 18 years of age and older, who have not yet celebrat-
ed their 59th birthday. On a fast day one full meal is allowed. Two other meals, suffi-
cient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each one’s needs, but together 
they should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but 

liquids, including milk and juices, are allowed. 
 

Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age and older. On days of abstinence, no 
meat is allowed. Note that when health or ability to work would be seriously affected, 

Church law does not oblige. When in doubt concerning fast and abstinence, the  
Parish Priest should be consulted. 

 
Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three traditional disciplines of Lent. The faith-
ful and Catechumens should undertake these practices seriously in a spirit of pen-

ance and of preparation for Initiation into the Church or the renewal of Baptism  
Promises at Easter.

 This weekend used to be called Laetare Sunday.  We were 
encouraged to rejoice because our Lenten journey is more than half way 
accomplished.  What a Gospel story is given to us to help in this rejoicing!  
During our life journey we are able to identify with all the people in the 
story – the young son, the older brother and what some commentators call 
him, the prodigal Father.   
 
 Social Ministry is all about giving of our time, our talents and 
our treasure and this is what our Baptism calls us to.  During the month of 
February there was a slight drop in numbers, serving on an average each 
day 28 guests rather than the usual 35.  Wouldn’t it be wonderful if the 
reason for that drop is that we are actually eradicating poverty?   However, 
I suspect it might be because our people don’t have warm enough clothing 
or the right socks and shoes to make it to the outreach during this  
unusually cold weather.  Special thanks to all those who were able to drop 
off warm clothing. 
 
 If you are thinking of eating breakfast or lunch out this week 
why not choose Tuesday, March 16th and call in a reservation to Jamie at 
763-6555.  You will be supporting three non-profits in the community:  
DREAMS of Wilmington, Family Neighborhood Institute and Tileston 
Outreach.  The funds we raise will be put towards our Work for Rent 
Program that hires men for several hours 3x a week to help us set up 
apartments for those in need and collect donations of household items from 
the community.  The wages they earn go towards paying the workers rent 
or utilities.  There’s an added incentive too.  All donated foods and funds 
we receive during the months of March and April  are tallied and the 
amount is reported to the FEINTEIN Challenge, that will give us some 
funds to continue working toward feeding the hungry and housing the 
homeless.  
 
 Is it too far a stretch to consider ourselves as God’s children, 
living out our Baptismal consecration by imitating the unconditional 
loving and caring of the Prodigal Father?
