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Pastor’s Corner  
 
 
My Dear Friends, 
 
This weekend we welcome three of our St. 
Mary Lay Missionaries back from their visit to 
our sister parish in Honduras: Clifton Lively, 
Millie Moore, and Kelly Burns.  We’ re 
anxious to hear all about their adventure. 
 
We also welcome the Latino Festival held in 
honor of the U.S. Census.  I hope you can drop 
by on Sunday afternoon for music, fellowship, 
and good food! 
 
This weekend we also welcome folks from Maryknoll, NY who are 
visiting our St. Mary community while making a film.  Wilmington, as you 
know, was the home of Fr. Thomas Frederick “Freddie” Price, first priest 
ordained in North Carolina.  This “ Tar Heel Apostle” went on to be the 
cofounder of the Catholic Foreign Mission Society of America, commonly 
known as Maryknoll.  The man who ordained Fr. Price was Bishop 
Gibbons, later Cardinal Gibbons of Baltimore, who dedicated St. Mary 
Church in 1912.  The filming is being done in honor of Maryknoll’s 
Centennial in 2011. 
 
It is very apropos to welcome Maryknoll here to St. Mary’s as this is the 
only parish in the world with two Maryknoll Affiliate Chapters and the 
only parish in the world with a Spanish-speaking Affiliate Chapter.  Our 
English-speaking group, known as the Fr. Price Hometown Chapter, runs 
the CARE Ministry that serves over 400 people who are infected with or 
affected by HIV/AIDS.  Our Spanish-speaking group serves the people of 
“Little Mexico,” a trailer park community off of Bell Street in Wilmington. 
 
This weekend we celebrate the Rite of Sending of Missionaries for two 
new lay missionaries of our parish, Dr. John Cromer and Mr. Rick 
Wilkins.  I will be taking them to visit our sister parish in the mountains of 
Honduras from July 12-16th.  When we send our missionaries on mission 
trips, we always ask Mary to keep them in her prayers.  Specifically, we 
call on Mary under her titles of Our Lady of Maryknoll, Our Lady of 
Guadalupe (Patron Saint of all the Americas), and Our Lady of Suyapa 
(Patron Saint of Honduras). 
 
We welcome Dreams here for three weeks.  Dreams is an organization 
headed by St. Mary Parishioner Tracy Wilkes.  Dreams uses the arts to 
assist young people on their life journeys.  Tracy’s husband Paul, 
internationally known Catholic author, has a tremendous ministry in India 
building orphanages for girls.   
 
Finally, now that School is out for the summer, Clifton is busy with 
various campus projects.  Among them are getting new roofs on the 
rectory and convent, painting the outside window sills on the church, 
waterproofing the church towers, and removing the Plexiglas from the 
towers.  Clifton is delighted to report that the Tileston Window Restoration 
Project is completed and paid for, thanks to the Friends of Tileston and St. 
Mary Parish.
