During this Ordinary Time we are still striving to be “ extraordinarily 
ordinary”.  Our Sacred Scripture today asks “What daily bread do we 
need?”  The Our Father, Jesus’  prayer has us ask for what we just need for 
today. 
 
The food program here at the Outreach is incredibly extensive.  I am going 
to break it down into two articles to highlight what goes on here every day.  
As you know, we serve a minimum of 35 guests a day and over 80% of 
them request food and leave with bags that provide them with nourishment 
for several meals. 
 
Where does this food come from? 
 
�x TEFAP – The Emergency Food Assistance Program.  Each month 

Sylvester Bryant, our Volunteer Food Manager goes with several men 
to the Food Bank of Southern and Eastern N.C. on Marstellar Street 
to pick up our allotment.  Several men come and unload this and carry 
it down the steps.  Have you heard about our need for an elevator?  
The food we are given depends on monthly reports that are organized 
by our statistic team of Barbara Ruszala, Ruth Ninos and Debbie 
Cochrane.  Generally we receive 15+ different items that cover the 
basic food groups.  In the first part of the fiscal year we were spoiled 
because the Stimulus Plan gave us double the amount.  Now the food 
we receive barely covers three weeks of distribution. 

�x PARISH DONATIONS– Share Sunday and our School Children 
help keep our shelves filled with additional cans, i.e. soups, spaghetti, 
vegetables, beans, cereal etc.  Several parishioners also donate on 
occasion cases of staples.  Another group makes lunches for our 
Wednesday guests. 

�x OUTSIDE DONATIONS  – Other parishes and charitable 
organizations bring food to us.  St. Mark’s  contributes almost 
monthly. 

�x K of  C – The Knights of Columbus have been extremely generous 
with their time and service.  Each month they beg for food at some of 
our local grocery stores and this year they brought to our shelves over 
3,000 bags of donated food, and almost $5,000 in cash.  We use that 
money for weekly purchases of food from the Food Bank.  Every 
Wednesday Tim Patton and more volunteers purchase food at 
eighteen cents a pound.  Of course we don’t have a wide selection to 
choose from, as all the food at the Food Bank is also donated, but we 
do get meat and products to keep us going until the end of the month. 

 
There is more but that’s for next week.  We thank our generous God for 
giving us daily bread and inspiring us to break it and share it.  Isn’ t that 
one definition of Eucharist?
